Geography of the world's major corporate centers

The active placement of the multinational companies’ headquarters in cities is a reflection of
localization of such a global process as transnationalization, which leads to strengthening the role
of cities as corporate centers. This study aims to identify the world's major corporate centers and
draws on the latest data on companies from the Forbes Global 2000 ranking and their headquarters.
The article explains selection of corporate centers based on an analysis of overall financial flows
accumulated by the city, as opposed to the number of headquarters located in the city. Using data
on sales, profit, assets and market value of companies from the Forbes Global 2000 ranking, the
world's major corporate centers were identified. Among the countries in which major corporate
centers are located, the U.S., China, Japan, France and the UK are in the lead, while Beijing,
Tokyo, New York, London, and Paris are the largest corporate centers. Most of the world's major
corporate centers are notable for predominantly hosting MNCs of the same sector, of financial
sector in half of the cases. The exception is Tokyo, which has a diversified specialization.
